PASSENGER TRAFFIC CLIMBS AT GAINESVILLE REGIONAL AIRPORT


Gainesville, FL – January 20, 2005 – With the addition of two new airlines, Northwest Airlines with service to Memphis and Continental Connection with service to Miami and Tampa, the Gainesville Regional Airport is experiencing substantially higher volumes of traffic.  October was up 35.5% over October 2003, November was up 39.1% over November 2003, and December was up 33.3% over December 2003.  Additional seat capacity on US Airways Express and ASA Delta Connection also helped stimulate passenger traffic notes Rick Crider, CEO of Gainesville Regional Airport. US Airways began all-jet service from Gainesville in March 2004, replacing the 37-seat turbo-prop aircraft with 50-seat regional jet aircraft.  Then in July 2004, ASA Delta Connection upgraded one of its 50-seat regional jets to a larger 70-seat CRJ-700 regional jet aircraft.  


“We are very pleased with the load factors out of Gainesville,” states Jim Stringfellow, chairman of the Gainesville-Alachua County Regional Airport Authority.  The year-end passenger traffic report reveals that calendar year 2004 saw a 12.4% increase over calendar year 2003.  US Airways will add a fourth 50-seat regional jet to its schedule in February, in order to meet the demand of this market. 


As the Gainesville Regional Airport continues to grow, Phase I of the “Terminal Renovation Project” – installation of three passenger boarding bridges (jetways) is scheduled for completion by May 2005.   Phase II, the renovation of the main terminal area, is currently being designed.
